This background information related to Table 3 in the above-referenced publication.  The data can be used to replicate the slope and intercepts for the logistic regression models listed in the table.  The 39, change-specific files (once unzipped), were used to report the results in Table 3.  The file names are in the format XX_y.xlxs and XXX_y.xlxs, where XX or XXX represent the type of change and y represents whether the file was based on omission (y=o) or commission (y=c) error.  The file names are as follows: AA – agriculture to agriculture; FF – forest to forest; GG – grassland to grassland; UU urban to urban; SS – shrubland to shrubland; WW; wetland to wetland,; HH water to water; ANA agriculture to not agriculture (Agriculture loss); FNF – forest to not forest (forest loss); HNH – water to not water (water loss); WNW – wetland to not wetland (wetland loss); NAA – not agriculture to agriculture (agriculture gain); NFF – not forest to forest (forest gain); NGG – not grassland to grassland (grassland gain); NSS – not shrubland to shrubland (shrubland gain); NHH – not water to water (water gain); NUU – not urban to urban (urban gain), and; NWW – not wetland to wetland (wetland gain).  So, the NAA files (_o & _c) include pixels selected for accuracy assessment where the NLCD 2001 label was something other than agriculture and the NLCD 2011 label was agriculture. There was no urban loss.
Each file contains 17 attributes, defined as follows (see publication for further details):
Region – a classification variable where 1=east, and 2=west (see paper for more details)
L_01 – NLCD 2001 Level I land cover label
L_11 – NLCD 2011 Level I land cover label
Tpri01 – primary reference label for NLCD 2001 Level I land cover label
Tpri11 – primary reference label for NLCD 2011 Level I land cover label
Alti01 – alternate reference label for NLCD 2001 Level I land cover label 
Alti11 – alternate reference label for NLCD 2001 Level I land cover label
Agree – 1 when NLCD and reference labels matched, and 0 otherwise
FV011 – number of different change classes in a 3-x-3 pixel window surrounding the sample pixel
Aspect* – topographic orientation in degrees
XX/XXXs – density of change class in a s-x-s pixel window surround the sample pixels; includes 5 window sizes, where s = 3, 5, 7, 15, and 21; values are counts and need to be divided by s2 to derive proportions used in Table 3 equations.
D2rd – distance from sample pixel to nearest road (meters)
* Aspect was re-scaled from 0 -360 to 0 – 1 with 0 representing greatest likelihood of full shadow at the time of Landsat overpass, and 1 representing greatest likelihood of full sun at the time of Landsat overpass (~10:30AM local time).  The equations below can be used to rescale aspect.
If aspect > 315:
Aspect = ((observed – 315)/45) * 0.125
If aspect > 0 & aspect < 135:
    Aspect = ((observed / 135)*45) * 0.875 + 0.125
If aspect > 0 & aspect < 135:
    Aspect = ((315 – observed) / (315-135))
