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Sites – This is an arbitrary number assigned to the site
SiteID – In this study, there were 5 different FPZ types numbered 1-5.  Within each one of these site types we sampled multiple sites.  In this column, the first number indicates the numbered FPZ type.  The number after the period indicates the replicate of that site type.
FPZ – The work in this paper builds upon the work of Williams et al. 2013.  The full citation is in the manuscript.  In the current paper they identified 6 different FPZ types.  Of these, 4 are included in this data set.  They are LA=Lowland alluvial, LC=Lowland constrained, UC=Upland constrained, and UH-Upland high-energy. 
Fine, Sand, Gravel, Cobble, Boulder, Bedrock – These are sediment size categories established by Wolman (1954) and used in this research effort.  The full citation for this paper is included in the manuscript.
